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THE MIXED FEBRUARY SALE RETURNS TO ITS DEAUVILLE 

HEADQUARTERS 
 

 
This year's first sale will offer 12 supplementary lots, forming part of the  

dispersal of Madame Sylvia Wildenstein’s estate. 
 
After a large scale redevelopment project, lasting two years and giving rise to a brand new sales 
complex, the Mixed February Sale returns to its Deauville headquarters and will be held on Monday 
13th February.  It will start at 10.30am with the exceptional sale of 12 lots (sold as a supplement to the 
catalogue)  forming part of the dispersal of Madame Sylvia Wildenstein’s estate and all out of the 
famous ‘N’ family tracing back to NEOMENIE. After the sale of this select draft, 302 lots will go 
through the ring, including 137 mares, 45 fillies out of training, 34 yearlings, 16 two year olds, 63 
horses in training and five stallions.  
 
Madame Sylvia Wildenstein’s estate 
 
Daniel Wildenstein’s wife was the proud owner breeder of offspring from the family of the great 
matriarch NEOMENIE. This mare produced NEWNESS, whose offspring carried Madame 
Wildenstein’s colours to such great success, most notably at Auteuil under Jean-Paul Gallorini’s helm. 
Chief amongst these is champion mare N’AVOUE JAMAIS, lot 1S of this dispersal, winner of the 
Prix Alain du Breil (Gr.1) and the dam of three horses to go through the sale: NICKELLE (lot 4S), 
third in the Prix Allez France (Gr.3) and winner of the Prix Wild Monarch (L.) (herself the dam of lots 
8S, NATSUKE, an unraced three year old by Chichicastenango and 10S, NO NEWS, a two year old 
by Gentlewave), NON DE NON (lot 7S), an unraced three year old colt by My Risk, as well as his 
full brother born in 2011 (lot 12S). NEWNESS is also the dam of NEW DESTINY (lot 2S), a mare 
by Highest Honor and winner of three races, out of whom two colts will be offered for sale (lots 9S, 
NEWS REEL, a two year old by Vespone and 11S, a yearling by Redback), NEW SAGA (lot 3S), 
second in the Prix Achille-Fould at Auteuil (L.), and NOT LOST (lot 6S), an unraced four year old 
mare by Lost Word. 
NEWNESS was also responsible for the Auteuil greats NOM D’UNE PIPE (Prix Carmarthen and 
Longchamp, Gr.3s) and NICKNAME (Prix Alain du Breil and Renaud du Vivier, Grs.1) as well as 
NO RISK AT ALL, winner of three Listed races on the flat and a talented second to Behkabad in the 
Prix de Guiche (Gr.3). 
 
 
The 2012 catalogue offers a multitude of mares in foal to confirmed flat and national hunt stallions 
such as Astarabad, American Post, Elusive City, Kapgarde, Martaline, Poliglote, Sinndar, Whipper, 
Zamindar, as well as mares in foal to young stallions such as Astronomer Royal, Grand Couturier, 
Kendargent, Le Havre, Mr Sydney, Vision d’Etat, Silver Frost, Siyouni, etc.   
 
Among the good flat mares on offer is ARDERE (lot 49 consigned by Motteraye Consignment) in 
foal to the young ‘Aga Khan’ stallion Siyouni and dam of Stefer, Prix Miesque Gr.3 winner.  
CONSUELITA (lot 76 consigned in foal to Elusive City by Haras des Capucines) is a half sister to 
Majorien, America (Gr.2 winner and dam of Americain, winner of the Melbourne Cup Gr.1) and Rose 
Indien.  Another to note is LINAMOX, (lot 133 consigned by Haras de Preaux), a daughter of 
Linamix and a half sister to Lune D’Or (Premio Lydia Tesio Gr.1) who produced Lana Jolie (by 
Whipper), Listed placed in Germany. Also worth a mention is the daughter of Highest Honor ROSE 
HEDGE (lot 213 consigned by Haras des Hautières), in foal to American Post and dam of Rose 
Danon (second in a Listed race in Germany) or PHONE THE DIVA (lot 248 consigned by 
Coulonces Consignment), a Listed winner in the States sold in foal to Astronomer Royal. 



 
One of the picks of the younger mares is SUPER MOTIVA (lot 83 consigned by la Motteraye 
Consignment), a daughter of Motivator from the family of the excellent Ivory Land (Prix 
d’Hédouville, Gr.3) and winner of two Listed races in Italy. She is in foal for the first time to Dylan 
Thomas.  Another one to note is VYTINNA (lot 154 consigned by Haras du Quesnay), third in the 
Prix des Jouvenceaux and des Jouvencelles (L.) and in foal to Gentlewave as well as MOONLIGHT 
RED (lot 156 consigned by La Motteraye Consignment), winner of the Premio Mantovani (L.) in 
Milan or even UVANA BERE (lot 183 consigned by la Motteraye Consignment), a sister to the Prix 
des Chênes (Gr.3) winner Vizir Béré in foal to Air Chief Marshal. 
 
Highlights among the national hunt mares include EQUIPIERE (lot 39 consigned by Haras de la 
Noé) a half sister to the extraordinary Kap Dream (Prix Carmarthen, Gr.3) herself in foal to Kapgarde, 
GRAY STEAM (lot 57 consigned by Ecurie Prévost-Baratte) an unraced half sister to Gray Steel 
(Prix Amadou, Gr.2) or even BELLE YEPA (lot 73 consigned by Haras de la Croix Sonnand). This 
daughter of Mansonnien, a winner over jumps and second in the Prix Finot at Auteuil (L.), is in foal to 
Astarabad, a cross which has already produced Chuchoteuse, Listed winner over jumps and third in 
the Grande Course de Haies d’Enghien (Gr.3). Finally, KRUSCYNA (lot 80 consigned by EARL du 
Moulin) in foal to Policy Maker, had a successful career including victory in the Prix Bournesienne 
(Gr.3). 

 
63 horses in training will also be offered up for sale on the same day at Deauville, including: 
• FLY THE STARS (lot 54), a son of Lomitas consigned by F.-X. de Chevigny, who finished 

second in the Junioren-Preis at two in Germany (L.) and had a successful season in 2011 winning 
three out of six races in France and Germany. 

• ALCHIMIA (Lot 100B), a four year old filly trained by Pascal Bary, very well suited by 7-8 
furlongs having won four of her seven races last year. She also achieved a valuable third this year 
in the Prix Miss Satamixa (L.) at Deauville. 

• Offered for sale by Urs Suter is the 4yo filly MISS FIFTY (lot 277) by Whipper. She finished 
second in the Prix du Calvados (Gr.3) at Deauville in 2010 and was third to Moonlight Cloud and 
Helleborine in the Prix Imprudence (Gr.3).
