Restricted to three days
instead of four in 2007, the sale will see 539 fillies and broodmares and 177 foals make their way to
the Elie de Brignac sales ring from the best breeding operations in Europe.

For succes at value pri ces head to Deauvile.

The December Breeding Stock sale has a proven record for providing shrewd buyers with outstanding
opportunities to step into well-established families at all prices.

Since 2006 only, progeny of mares bought at Deauville have won no less than 15 Group 1 races
and an impressive total of 44 Group contests. They include the Gr.1 scorers EQUIANO, NAHOODH,
MANDESHA, BELLE ET CELEBRE and VISION D’ETAT, top older horses such as PAPAL BULL
and MAJOR CADEAUX, as well as the leading juveniles SILVER FROST and TRIPLE ASPECT.

Their successes have been reaching out as far as Australia (dual Gr.1 winner TAWQEET), New
Zealand (the Gr.3 winning pair PLAYWRIGHT and ZAVITE), the USA (Gr.1 winners GORELLA,
ROYAL HIGHNESS, DOCTOR DINO, ARRAVALE etc.), Peru (Classic winner DUSHANBE) or
Turkey (Derby hero SUFI).

Remarkably, the mares who would go on to produce such talented performers fetched reasonable
prices in the Deauville sales ring, despite hailing from solid families: Entente Cordiale cost only
126,000 to Manolo Alvarez and went on to foal King’s Stand Stakes winner EQUIANO, Mise was
knocked down to Emerald Bloodstock for !42,000 when her subsequent Falmouth Stakes victrix
NAHOODH was only a foal, while Wicken Wonder went the way of McKeever StLawrence for a
mere ! 10,000 before her yearling of the time won the Gr.3 Prix d’Arenberg as TRIPLE ASPECT.

A unique occasion to acquire some of the bed bloodstock in Europe

The leading breeding operations in Europe will be represented at Deauville, headed by a 44 strong
draft from the Aga Khan Studs, 29 filies and mares from the Haras de la Louviére, who sold both the
dams of EQUIANO and NAHOODH, 25 from Haras du Mézeray, 17 from Darley, 16 from Haras des
Capucines, 15 from Haras du Quesnay and 10 from Wertheimer et Frere.



A specific point of note is the young age of the majority of the marescatalogued, a criterion on
which ARQANA has purposely put the emphasis in its selection. 75% of the mares on offer are indeed
aged 8 and under, 68% 7 and under.

The sale will provide several precious occasions to invest in the coveted commodity that is a Linamix
mare. Indeed, the now retired Champion sire has 20 daughters on offer. The catalogue also features
12 fillies and mares by Highest Honor, 11 by Sadler’s Wells and 8 by Anabaa, who is making a big
impact in the broodmare sires’ ranks courtesy of LUSH LASHES and SILVER FROST.

1 Black-type performers

Young black-type performers are headed by the Aga Khan’s CELEBRE VADALA and ALPINE
ROSE, the Gr.3 winning pair TOUPIE and JUST LITTLE, as well as the Grl placed Linamix filly
ALIX ROAD.

I ALIX ROAD (lot 8) filled the runner-up spot in the Gr.2 Prix du Conseil de Paris, having
finished third in the Gr.1 Prix Saint-Alary at three. This Linamix filly is consigned by Haras
des Capucines.

! TOUPIE (lot 117) won the Gr.3 Prix d’Arenberg as a juvenile and ran 2™ in the Gr.1 Poule
d’Essai des Pouliches, only finding the great DIVINE PROPORTIONS too good. She is
consigned by Haras de la Poterie and carries a Dansili foal.

I JUST LITTLE (lot 223) took the Gr.3 Prix Vanteaux in addition to two Listed events. The
daughter of Grand Slam is offered from Haras des Capucines.

I CELEBRE VADALA (lot 362), by Peintre Celebre out of VADLAMIXA hence a half-sister
to VALIXIR, is a Listed winner and is offered carrying to Selkirk.

I ALPINE ROSE (lot 456), a full sister to FRAGRANT MIX and FRACASSANT being by
Linamix out of FRAGRANT HILL, ran third in this year’s Prix Minerve Gr.3.

[ Proven broodmares

Mares that have already produced Group winners are headed by none other that the dam of Champion
juvenile and 1000 Guineas heroine NATAGORA (lot 70). Offered by Haras de Lonray, who bred
Natagora, the daughter of Linamix is in foal to Anabaa.

 Sistersto Gr.1/ Classic performers

An amazing 60 mares are half or own sisters to Group 1 / Classic performers, among which
DARIJINA, FRAGRANT MIX, HATOOF, MISS SATAMIXA, MONTARE, NAAQOOS,
POWERSCOURT, ROSENREIHE, SWEET STREAM, VADAWINA, VAHORIMIX, VALIXIR,
WESTERNER, ZALAIYKA etc.

Standout lots include:
' HONORLINA (lot 121), from the Aga Khan Studs, is a three-year-old winning own sister to

French Guineas victor VAHORIMI X (Linamix). The close family includes Gr.1 scorers VAL
ROYAL, VALIXIR, VADAWINA et al.



MEERKAT MISS (lot 149) is a three-parts sister to Champion juvenile and successful sire
HOLD THAT TIGER, out of the Maryland Oaks winner BEWARE OF THE CAT. The
unraced two-year-old daughter of Giant’s Causeway is consigned by Haras des Capucines,
and other siblings of note include Belmont Stakes hero EDITOR’S NOTE while the more
distant family features fellow stallions HENNESSY and ARKADIAN HERO.

SHADIYNA (lot 338), also part of the Aga Khan Studs’ draft, is a three-year-old half sister to
two Group 1 scorers in SHAMDALA (Gran Premio di Milano) and SHAMDINAN
(Secretariat Stakes). By Dubai Destination, she won twice this season at Saint-Cloud and
Maisons-Laffitte.

VADAZING (lot 361) is a Spinning World half-sister to a trio of Stakes winners in the Aga
Khan colours: the Gr.1 Prix Saint-Alary victrix VADAWINA, dual Gr.3 scorer
VADAPOLI NA and Listed winner VADSALI NA. This is an outstanding lineage of top-
notch milers with VALIXIR under the second dam and the recently deceased VAL ROYAL
under the third. Consigned by Haras du Mézeray as part of the reduction of Mayfair Stud,
Vadazing is in foal to Dansili.

DARIENA (lot 435), from the Aga Khan Studs, is a Highest Honor half-sister to Princess
Zahra’s triple Group 1 heroine DARJINA. Out of the Gr.3 placed Zilzal mare DARINSKA,
the three-year-old filly won first time out at Longchamp, where her illustrious sister posted
two of her best efforts, in the Poule d’Essai des Pouliches and Prix du Moulin.

d Daughters of Gr.1/ Classic performers

No less than 30 fillies and mares are out of Group 1 / Classic performing mares such as
ALWAYS LOYAL, AQUARELLISTE, CHEROKEE ROSE, DABAWEEYA, GOLDAMIX,
HATOOF, MISS ALLEGED, OR VISION, PHARAOH’S DELIGHT, SHAMADARA, VADSA
HONOR, ZARKIYA, etc.

Among the most eye-catching pedigrees are:

MER DE CORALIL (lot 25), by Sadler’s Wells out of Champion two-year-old MISSTAHITI,
she won two Listed events in France and performed consistently at Group level on both sides
of the Atlantic. She is offered from Haras de Saint-Pair, carrying to DASHING BLADE.

ZERKY (lot 46), from Shadwell, is by Kingmambo out of the Storm Cat mare PENNY(®
VALENTINE, who was third in the Premio Regina Elena (Italian 1000 Guineas). This makes
her a full-sister to Gr.3 winner PENNY’S GOLD and they share their grandam with Gr.1
scorers UNACCOUNTED FOR and MRS LINDSAY.

FAND (lot 51) hails from one of the best Niarchos families. She is a daughter of their Classic
winner Kingmambo out of Prix Marcel Boussac runner-up PIQUETNOL. The latter is an
own-sister to the top class CHIMES OF FREEDOM, while the immediate family features the
likes of DENON, SPINNING WORLD and SADDEX.

WHISPER TO DREAM (lot 211) is a winning eight-year-old daughter of Classic heroine
HATOOF by Gone West. Offered by Haras du Mézeray as part of the reduction of Mayfair
Stud, she is in foal to OASIS DREAM.

AQUARELLE BLEUE (lot 395) will undoubtedly attract plenty of interest as the first foal of
Champion AQUARELLISTE, by Sadler’s Wells. Now aged four, she is offered carrying her
own first foal by MR.GREELEY. She is another hailing from the reduction of Mayfair Stud.
